A. Preliminary Activities

1. Greetings

Good morning class!

Will you please arrange your chairs and pick-up the pieces of papers.
2. Opening prayer
Eunice, will you please lead the opening prayer.

3. Checking of Attendance
Do we have an absentee today?

Very good! 

4. Review the past lesson
Yesterday we discussed about adverb. Who can give me example of a sentence using adverb?
Very nice! Adverb is a part of a speech. Like noun, verb, adjective and adverb, today we will learn another part of a speech but before that, let’s have a game.

5. Apperception and motivation

Do you want to play a game?

This game is entitled “Simon Says”. You will follow the instruction. Everybody please stand up. Stand straight. 

Are you ready?
Ok let’s start.

Simon says put your right hand on your head.

Simon says put your right hand under your chick.

Simon says put your hands behind your back.

Simon says stand on your left leg.

Simon says stand on your right leg only.

Okay, very well! Please sit down. 
How did you find the activity? 

How did you find it easy? 

What do you have to do to follow those direction and to do it right? 

Very nice! You have to listen to the instructions very well so that you will do the right thing. Same with the real life situation. You have to listen to your teacher also to your parents and understand every instruction to avoid mistakes.

Now, what did you observed in our activity? 

Correct! But what do we call the words that show the relationship between the noun and the pronoun and the other words in the sentence?

Correct! Preposition tells us the position or the location of the objects. 

Who can give sentences using prepositions? 

Very good! Preposition tells us where the puppy is.  But preposition can also show location in time. Read the next three examples.






At midnight, in the spring, and during the marathon all show location in time.
There are about 150 prepositions in English. Yet this is a very small number when you think of the thousands of other words (nouns, verbs etc). Prepositions are important words. We use individual prepositions more frequently than other individual words. In fact, the prepositions of, to and in are among the ten most frequent words in English. Here is a short list of 70 of the more common one-word prepositions. Please read. 





























You can use those words as your prepositions in constructing sentences.
